Not only
that, the amount of happiness your money can buy can be measured. I know this
runs contrary to everything we've ever heard since childhood about money — "It
can't buy happiness, it can't buy health, and it can't buy love." But the facts don't
support this.
First, according to surveys, the well-off are more optimistic about their lives.

By convenience I mean that more of the necessities in life are readily available to
you. When I say you can buy time, I mean time in two senses: First, because your
health improves and you are likely to buy a few more good years of life. Second,
every time | write a check to the guy who 45 mows my lawn, I am literally buying
his time to do something I don't want or don't have time to do myself. Of course,
because I'm not rich, I have to put in my own time to earn the money I use to buy
his.

"wealthy" or merely "comfortable."

The bank handled the
financing and the company took care of producing and selling.

Today only a few firms operate in this way. They negotiate terms of financial transactions, compare
rates among competing financial institutions. Financial management begins with the creation of a
financial plan.

The financial manager develops and controls the financial plan. He also forecasts the economic
conditions, the company's revenues, expenses and profits.



The financial manager's job starts and ends with the company's objectives. The financial manager
compares the expenses involved to the revenues. It helps him to predict cash flow. The available
cash consists of beginning cash plus customer payments and funds from financing.

The results are in: money can buy happiness, but it doesn't come cheap. Not only




that, the amount of happiness your money can buy can be measured. I know this
runs contrary to everything we've ever heard since childhood about money — "It
can't buy happiness, it can't buy health, and it can't buy love." But the facts don't
support this.

First, according to surveys, the well-off are more optimistic about their lives.
Optimism is a major factor in happiness. Second. medical evidence shows those
with 1 more money live longer, healthier lives than those with less. There are
always the stories featuring the loaded uncle who had a heart attack while living
the high life, but on average, the affluent *live longer and healthier lives. Not only
that, but despite all the food they can buy with their loot, the rich tend to be thinner
than the poor — another sign of good health.

In the Whitehall Survey, conducted at University College London, 17,000 civil
servants were followed. All are well educated and have the same access to health 2
care. Yet the clerks at the bottom of the income scale have triple the mortality rate
as those at the top. A U.S. study involving 300,000 men, called the Multiple Risk
Intervention Factor, discovered every income class was healthier than the classes
below them and more sick than 25 the ones above.

By convenience I mean that more of the necessities in life are readily available to
you. When I say you can buy time, I mean time in two senses: First, because your
health improves and you are likely to buy a few more good years of life. Second,
every time [ write a check to the guy who 45 mows my lawn, I am literally buying
his time to do something I don't want or don't have time to do myself. Of course,
because I'm not rich, I have to put in my own time to earn the money I use to buy
his. But if [ were rich, I'd no longer have to use the limited amount of time 1

have on this planet to buy someone else's time. I'd just write a check.

How much money do you need to be rich? When he was alive, J. Paul Getty, one
of the world's richest men. said, "If you can actually count your money then you
are 55 not really a rich man." But a fellow I once worked with was more realistic.
He didn't need billions of dollars. He just needed enough so he didn't have to work
(though he was sure he still would), so he didn't have to worry about bills, and so
that every couple of years he could go down

to the local car lot, pay cash for a new vehicle, and not have to think about the
money he spent.

Armed with powerful data-mining software, staffers screen
admissions records to find wealthy patients who've shown prior interest in the hospital.
Those who make the cut may enjoy a bedside visit from a "patient-relations director"
who offers perks like free parking passes for visitors.

(3) It's all about establishing a relationship at the point of service, says Bill Littlejohn,
the hospital foundation's CEO. "We've gotten many letters and gifts from people who
said, 'It was so nice you stopped by, he says.

(4) When your favorite nonprofit isn't busy saving the whales, chances are it's making
a serious behind-the-scenes effort to know you better -- using increasingly
sophisticated technology. It can survey your salary history, scan your LinkedIn
connections or use satellite images to eyeball the size of your swimming pool. If it's
really on the ball, the charity can even get an email alert when your stock holdings
double.

(5) Donor research isn't new, of course, but its reach has grown while the cost has
dropped. For as little as $3,000 a year, even small nonprofits can tap into detailed
databases. Data-diving practices expanded during the recession, as charities faced
pressure to raise money more efficiently.
